Suggested prayer focus:
Day 1
Looking at the prayers of the Apostle Paul “To Know God!”
Read and meditate on the following scriptures; Ephesians 1:15-23, Ephesians 3:14-21, Philippians 1:9-11, Colossian 1:9-13, 1 Thessalonians 1:2-3, 3:12-13, 5:23-24, 2Thessalonians 1:11-12, 1 Corinthians 1:4-9
It’s interesting to note and see what the Apostle Paul prays and considers a priority in the life of those he loves and is concerned for. Much of his concern revolves around a greater revelation of God, knowing Him better, grasping His great love, growing in the knowledge of God, having the eyes of the heart flooded with light and experiencing God in a real and personal way! 
Let’s press in together and pray for this revelation in the life of all the staff and students in YWAM Philippines. Pray for an outpouring of the Spirit in wisdom and revelation of His character and great love for us. 
Pray also for the transforming fruit of this knowledge in the life and character of all our staff. That we would live lives worthy of His calling and bear fruit for His glory! 
Pray into any other areas the Lord reveals and emphasizes for the staff and students of YWAM Philippines as you meditate on these passages. Pray for the healing and health of our staff nation-wide. Pray for God’s provision and grace in all of our lives. 

Day 2  “to make Him known!”
Read and meditate on the following passages: Matthew 9:35-38, Luke 8:11-15, Mark 4:13-20, Matthew 28:16-20, Mark 16:15-20, Luke 24:45-49, John 20:21-22, John 14:10-14, Acts 1:4-8, 4:23-31, Hebrews 2:3-4, Colossians 4:2-6, 2 Thessalonians 3:1-5, John 15:1-17, John 13:34-35, Ephesians 4:1-6
Let’s press in and pray about our obedience to the commission of Christ, more harvest hands, prepared hearts and compassion and the confirming power of the Holy Spirit. Let’s pray for the fire of evangelism to ignite in all our YWAM locations and schools.  

Day 3   YWAM Philippines vision focus and our National Staff Conference theme, “Changed Lives Transforming Nations”
Read and meditate on the following passages: John 17:4, Acts 20:24, Hebrews 12:1-4, 1 Corinthians 9:24-27, 2Timothy 4:6-8
Let’s press in together and pray that YWAM Philippines would run the race and complete the task the Lord Jesus has given us as a mission here in the Philippines.
